(ii) submissions and observations made to the planning authority in response to a 
notice under section 12(1) or (7) of the Act, and  
(iii) any consultations under article 13F, 
 have been taken into account during the preparation of the plan. 

(c) the reasons for choosing the plan, as adopted, in the light of the other reasonable 
alternatives dealt with, and 
(d) the measures decided upon to monitor, in accordance with article 13J, the significant 
environmental effects of implementation of the plan. 
 
The Housing Strategy and Retail Strategy were adopted as part of the Development Plan.
